Transport – Getting Around Newcastle

• Newcastle Metro – Newcastle and Gateshead can be travelled using 
the Metro service, tickets can be bought at ticket machines within the 
Metro stations. The closest station to the conference venue is 
Gateshead.

• Newcastle Airport – You can take the Metro from Newcastle airport 
into Newcastle city centre (get off at Monument for the middle of the 
city) or to Gateshead for the conference venue

• Travelling around the city by bus, can be navigated through the go 
north east website.

The map below outlines three 
routes, the two longer routes, avoid walking down to the river bank 
for those with mobility concerns.
