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The eleventh Deoting of the Permn.nent Commission was held in London from 8th
to 11th May 1963. All tho 14 mombor countries were represented by delegations but
thero were only obsorvers from ICES, ICNAF und tho United States Government.

Much time was devoted to the ~uestion of minimum sizes of Desh und efforts
were nade to simplify and standardize the issue as far as possiblo. It was agreed
that from 1st June 1964 the minimulll sizes of mesh in nots used in the Convention
Area should be as follows:-

I. Fraters north of a lino drown from the coast of Norway along latitude 66tl N
to the meridian looW thence south to latitude 62°N; thonco due west to tho
meridian of 28°V~ thonco south to latitudo 59°N and thonce due west.

Tho present provisions,to bo in force until tho 31st of May 1964, differ
in two ways from what has becn described abovo. Tho Convention Aren is divided into
threo parts instead cf two, viz.: 1) Icelandic wators, 2) the waters north of 66°N
and cast of tho meridian of Greenwich and 3) other waters. The minimum mosh sizcs
introduced on June 1st 1964 are in many cases larger than they are new and they will
in no cases be smuller.

Three other itens uf special interest te lCES und calling upon co-operation
with the Council wore considercd ut tho meoting, numely tho question of topside
chafers, by-catches of pretectod spccios takan in mixod fishories und the docreuse in
the yields of herring.

With regurd to topside chafers the Commission decided to request menber
governments 11 ••••• te arro.ngo o.s soon as pessible for furthor studies cf the use o.nd
effect of topside chafers •.•• " in order to enuble lCES to give further advices on this
point to the Comu~ssion.

The controcting Goverr..m.ents should be asked to provide, by sampling, nuch
more data on by-catches, as it Was recognized that tho infornation available for tho
time being concorns by-landings rather than by-catches failing, in many cases, to
include discards at sea. lt was heped to got an up-to-dute picture cf the nature
and size of the by-catches through an urgent and adequute discards sampling the
result of which should be furnished to the Liaison Committeo of lCES in due timo
boforo the meeting of the Ncrth Bast Atlnntic Fishorics COlll.~ission in 1964.
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Finally, the following recommendation as regards the herring was passed:-

"The Permanent Commission express their concern with regurd to the
decline in the herring stocks both in the North Sea and in other parts of the
Convention Area, and usk the International Council for the Exploration of the
Seu through the Liaison Committee to curry on with all possible speed their
investigations into the ct:l.Uses of the decline, so tho.t the CctlIllission for the
North East Atlantic Fisheries will be in a position to consider whether
meo.sures should be tuken for the conser\~tion of the herring stocks in the
Convention Arentl.

Apart of the conclusion upon which this recommendation is founded 1s
perhaps much generalized as in some pluces within the Convention Area, for instnnce
ut Icelund, the yields have improved tremendously during the very lutest yeurs.

This Wus the lust meeting of the Permanent Commission of the International
Fisheries Convention of 1946. During more than a decude the Permnnent Ccmmission
hus contributed enormously to the sound development of the European fisheries. It
is now going to be replaced by the North East At!nntic Fisheries Commission, which
Was convened for oonstitutional purposes on ••••• last, und whioh will held its
next nonno.l meeting in 1f~f%1964.
