1. Lnndings

Total groundfish lnndinge decreased in all sub-areas, cxcopt in
Sub-areas 4 nnd 5. 1968 Inndings '\-TOre about 2 800 000 tone, 1969 Inndingo
betvrcen 2 500 000 nnd 2 600 000 tons.

Herring lnndings decreased in Sub-area 5, increased in Sub-axoa 4,
nnd iTOre stable in Sub-area 3. 1968 Inndingo were about 879 000 tons, 1969
landings about 786 000 tons.

2. General Conclusione concerning ICHJI..F Cod Stocks

The studios presontcd substnntinto the co.rlier conclusions that
fishing io beyond thnt required to socuro tho na.xinum. yield per rocruit.
Thc high yiolds in 1967-68 havc been nchicvod lo.rgely by exploiting end
doprossing accumulntcd stocko nnd n pcriod of good recruitment. The
total yield is now expocted to decrease furtllcr fxon tho 1969 level, nnd,
nt best, it is probable thnt ovor tho long rtm, no t10re thnn thc proeont
total catch ( 1 200 000 tons) ifould bo tUken with incroasod offort , and
there t1ißht woll bo a docroasc in totnl cntch.

R&S, therefore, believoo that tho CoDDission should givo con­
oiderntion to linitation of fishing on nIl cod stocks in the ICUAF Area.

to reporting ~ua.ntities discarded.

8. Environmental Conditions in the IC1t\F Area

Off l{est Greenlond (Sub-area 1), 1969 ''las one of the flost
severe ice yenrs of this century. Thc upper 1nyers were cooler
especially in the southern areas but the deepcr water waD warmer thr..n
in 1968.

In southern Labrador (Subarea 2), in sections across Hcni1ton
Inlet Bank in July Wld early A'Uu~st ond November, temperatures in the
upper 200 0 '\Vere be10vT the 10ng-tero average for t'l-te period. TE)D.pernt­
ures in the 200-500 n Inyer "TOre higher thon average.

In Subarea 3, tenpero.ture conditions in July-.l'...ugust "ere
variable: on the southern Grand Bank, tenpero.tures near bottau '\'Tere

lovTer thon in 1968.

In Subo.rea 4, temperatures on trie Scotion Shelf "TOre, on the
average, higher thon in 1969. Tenperc.turea near botton in the Scotion
Cha.nnel were oeveral degrees higher thon in 1968.

The USSR reported for Subaroa 5 thnt teoperatures in the
Fundion Cha.nne1 o.nd in the deep part ~f the Gulf of Haine "TOre hißher
than in 1968. \later tenperatures over the central part of the Georges
Bn.n1:: ,'mre close to the 1968 level ond on southern Georaes Banl:: 10uer
than in 1968.

The US reported that uater tenperatures at 50 n '\'Tere hißher
in 1969 thon in 1968 in the south centrnl Gulf of I-bine; elsoW'here
tooperatures 'Were lovmr in 1969 thoJ.1 in 1968. The neGative nllOLla1ies
'Tere greatest south of Georß'Cs Bank. At Boothbc.y Harbour the 1969
a.nnual raoon tenperature "mo 0.8 0 higher than in 1968.

9. Environmonta.l Chonges in Relation tO Fisheries

Off Labrador (Subnroa 2) cod uoually pann to deeper ,vater
layern in cold yonrs. They are then dintributed in nonJ.ler areaa and
thuo denser, vThercas in '\-farm yeo.rs the isotherms b.n.d cod are Bore
sproo.d out ond the catch per effort declines. The average catch of
cod in February in the yen.rs 1965 to 1910 in Labrador uan inveroely
rolated to the tenpern.ture in the 50-200 0 layer on 1 Novenber of
the previQus yenr (Res.Doc. 10/20).

The influence of the extreoe ice conditions and of the colder
,vaters in ~leot Greenlond in 1969 "me pnrtly phyoicnl 'tTith n de-
creaoe in effort due to the ice. Also, the ourvivnl of cod larvae
uao nppnrently reduccd by the cola. "Tater. It Il1:1Y be posoible in tho
near future to obtn.in important infomn.tion on ice qunntity throUßil
the uso of sc.tolliteo.
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10. Symposium on Environmental Conditions 1960-1969

Tbo Convonor 01' tho SynpoSiULl, Dr. Heil Cmnpbell (Cenadn.) could not
attend thc R&S neeting, but it was reportod that Dro Campboll had
arranged for nino speakers to cover thc various aspects 01' onvironmcntal
conditions outlinod by the planning group last ycar (Redbook 1969, Pt.I,
po56). Two days will be devoted to tho Symposium: one and 0. h~lf days
for the presentod papers and one half day for general discussion.

R&S furthor rovimTod throe doeunonto on salmon rooeareh end
fisherieo presented to this IClT..l\F neeting but no o.vailablo 'uhen the
vTorking Party not •

Res.Doe.70/56 reports i'urther progress in study of regional
salmon populations by neano of scrun analyois.

Ros.Doe.70/42 nnalyses sanples from drift-not catches at West
Greenland in tho auturm. of 1969. Tbe paper confirms otatements in '
reports from the lTorking' Party eoncer.ning UoO'O-length frequeneies of
i"ent Greenlnnd oo.1oon caUßht by drift nets, ond also confhns tho
forner suggestion that the inahore ntoek is oimilar to that fiohed
offohoro in the fishing area elose to Heot GreenInnd.

Reo.Doe.70/65 containc nmv information of n omo.ll-oco.1o fiohery
by long-li.rioo in January-April 1970, in the oouthern part of the
Davis Strait. It uns notod that 10ng-1inos oeen to bo Doro offieient
in this fishory than drift neto, "Thi10 the opposite is the cnse in
the autunn fishery off llost Greon1and.

In the light of tho nei'T a.cre-1ength-i-Toight dnta preoonted in the
pa.por, B&S considcro tImt it "TOuld be appropriate for tho Joint 1l0rldng
Party to re-exanine the paroneters, espeeio.1ly grouth rote betucon
Green1nnd nnd hono "Ta.tors, used in aosesoing the -offeeto of thc lIcst
Greenland fishery on hODe-unter otoeks and yio1ds. .
